Residence permit 

Officers from the Préfecture de Police de Paris will be on site to process claims from 

students residing in Parisstudents residing in Parisstudents residing in Parisstudents residing in Paris for: 

> An initial student residence permit (for Algerian students, Bulgarian or Romanian 

students who want to work and students who have come to France on the old long-stay 

visa. (L.313-7-I of the CESEDA)    

> Renewal of the residence permit for students residing at the Cité internationale.
